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The Research Institute for Economics and Business Administration
(RIEB) of Kobe University originated from the establishment of the
Commercial Research Institute of Kobe Higher Commercial School
in 1919 and has the longest history and tradition among of research
institutes in social sciences of Japanese national universities. The fund
appropriated for the establishment of the Kanematsu Memorial Hall
and the Kanematsu Fund for International Trade Research of the
Commercial Research Institute was the donation from employees of
the Kanematsu Shoten who wished to keep for long as remembrances
the virtue of late Fusajiro Kanematsu, the founder of the company.
Kobe Higher Commercial School regarded the investment in the
research institute as a breakthrough to realize the wish of the
promotion to a university-status.

The forefront of the times is always reflected in economy and
business. Therefore, our researches continue evolving while
addressing important issues in economics and business science of
each era. Each faculty member engages in cutting edge research
as an expert in each field connected to outside researchers and
organizations. Together they constitute RIEB as a hub of diversity.
Our unchanged mission is to respect the harmony of science and
reality, which is the founding spirit of Kobe University, and to be
globally competitive. We also actively take part in Kobe University's
graduate school education and training young researchers,
contributing to the development of advanced human resources.

In 2019, RIEB will celebrate its 100th anniversary. Therefore,
some initiatives are beginning to unfold to become a key player in
the realization of Kobe University's overall aim to be "a prestigious
university brilliant in interdisciplinary collaboration between
humanity and science." As a flagship project in this direction, the
Center for Computational Social Science was established on April 1st,
2018 as a unique international research hub of computational social
sciences, which is an emerging academic area by interdisciplinary
collaboration between social sciences and computational science.

Another pillar is a project to digitize the paper-based primary
information materials existing in the university. And we will
accelerate the movement of linking the rich corporate information
archive, which is RIEB’s traditional strengths, and computational
social science, and will further strengthen our functions as a base for
joint research and joint use.

It is noteworthy that the 100th anniversary commemorative projects
which set cornerstones of RIEB’s next 100 years is supported by
public donations as it was at the time of establishment. Donations

We launched the “Corporate Information Database” project in
2002 aiming at building an archive that covers a broad range of
corporate information. This database was designed using
concepts completely different from the existing ones. It is
organized in an umbrella-like shape, which combines several
sub-databases. Those sub-databases have been built since the
time of the former Document Center for Business Analysis and
have been highly evaluated in the research communities. The
sub-databases include the following: “Corporation History and
Founders’ Autobiography Database”, which is an online catalog of
corporate history and founder’s autobiographies.

We have also created the “Database on Japanese Companies”
(JPCOM), which contains a variety of documents including

numerical and non-numerical data, texts, visuals and audio

recordings etc. publicized by corporations that have joined the

project. JPCOM project was started in 2002 with the support of

the JSPS and by the end of fiscal year 2006, had collected over

380,000 pages of various corporate documents from about 270

firms. The project is now in progress. In June 2012, we have

published the “Kanebo Catalogue Search Database”. From the
2013 fiscal year, we started the digitizing project of Kanebo
document with the support of JSPS’s grant, and in April 2014, our

new database “the Archival Collection of Kanebo Co., Ltd.” was

published. This databasecontains digital images and text data of

some documents, and it is also equipped with highly advanced

search function.

The United Nations Depository Library System was established
by the United Nations in order to disseminate its activities
to the public by depositing its documents at various locations
throughout the world. The Kobe University UN Depository
Library, one of fourteen such libraries in Japan, one of 355 or
so in the world, is located at this Institute. This library is open
to public in Kinki, Shikoku and Chugoku area and it has become
indispensable for the researchers in economics, diplomacy,
human rights, and other related fields.

The specialized agencies of the United Nations have maintained
and contributed to the deposit libraries individually, and our
Institute is chosen as a deposit library of the International
Maritime  Organization (IMO). In addition, this library
contributes to providing researchers with selected important
materials of other UN specialized agencies such as the World
Trade Organization (WTO), the International Monetary Fund
(IMF), the International Labor Organization (ILO) and the
‘World Bank.

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The first locally-built punched card system of sorter.

Business Mechanization Exhibition, located on the first floor of the
Kanematsu building, displays valuable data processing equipment that
had been used in RIEB since 1941, when Business Administration &
Computation Research Section, Kobe University of Commerce (the
predecessor of RIEB) was established.

Exhibits collection includes precious items: most notably the first
locally-built punched card systems of tabulator, checker, and sorter,
manufactured by Kanegafuchi Jitsugyo with the technical assistance
Business Administration & Computation Research Section, Kobe
University of Commerce. These are the only existing machines in the
world. Other exhibits also enable us to review a part of the stream of
history of Japanese computer scene.

In March 2014, the exhibition was designated as a “Satellite Museum
of Historical Computers” by the Information Processing Society of
Japan.

In December 2017, as part of the Centennial Celebration Project of
the establishment of RIEB, “ROBOTIC BOOK SCAN 4.0” made by
Qidenus Technologies, an Austrian company, was introduced for the
first time in Japan. This book scanner is a fully automated scanning
machine having maximum throughput of 2,500 pages an hour. A
large variety of image formats are supported. This book scanner is
used for the project of digitizing historical materials on the campus,

and outside visitors are allowed to see it.
