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The Research Institute for Economics and Business Administration
(RIEB) has its origins in the Institute of Commerce established at
Kobe High School of Commerce in 1919. The RIEB has the longest
history and tradition among the research institutes established in
national universities in social science. The RIEB has always been one
of the top research institutes in Japan.

Compared to other research institutes, one of its important features
is that it has researchers not only in economics but also in business
administration and accounting. Also, the RIEB has recently expanded
its research areas in response to the needs of the times, for example,
by advancing research that integrates the humanities and sciences and
increasing the number of faculty members researching computational
social science.

The RIEB has been very active in holding research conferences for
researchers and, in recent years, has also focused on disseminating
its research findings to society. For example, in March 2022, we
held a symposium on "Achieving Sustainable Regional Growth and
Regional Finance in the Post-Corona: The Importance of Support
Beyond Finance," inviting as speakers the senior managing executive
officer of a regional bank and the chairman of a shinkin bank. The
symposium was supported by other Kobe University's organizations
as well as external organizations such as the Kinki Finance Bureau,
the Asia Pacific Research Institute, Osaka Bankers Association, Kobe
Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Shinkin Central Bank, and
Hyogo Credit Guarantee Association. In FY2022, we have also begun
joint or commissioned research with more than ten companies and
organizations, including Amagasaki Shinkin Bank, Hyogo Credit
Guarantee Association, and Daido Life. In this way, we intend to
strengthen the foundation of our research activities by actively
engaging in collaboration with external organizations.

The source of the RIEB's competitiveness lies in attracting good
researchers and having them conduct research to the best of their
ability. Therefore, we would like to maintain and develop our faculty's
competitiveness while paying attention to our faculty's diversity.
In addition to full-time faculty members, we would like to enhance
cooperation with outside researchers by inviting research fellows,
part-time lecturers, and foreign researchers. Based on this strong
researchers base, we intend to expand the traditional strengths of the
RIEB, such as the promotion of advanced research, the development
of research that integrates the humanities and sciences, and the
maintenance of historical research materials.

We will continue to strive for the development of the RIEB as a
center for research unique to Kobe University, aiming to achieve
"harmony between science and practice," which is the philosophy of
Kobe University.

We launched the “Corporate Information Database” project in
2002 aiming at building an archive that covers a broad range of
corporate information. This database was designed using
concepts completely different from the existing ones. It is
organized in an umbrella-like shape, which combines several
sub-databases. Those sub-databases have been built since the
time of the former Document Center for Business Analysis and
have been highly evaluated in the research communities. The
sub-databases include the following: “Corporation History and
Founders’ Autobiography Database”, which is an online catalog of
corporate history and founder’s autobiographies.

We have also created the “Database on Japanese Companies”
(JPCOM), which contains a variety of documents including

numerical and non-numerical data, texts, visuals and audio

recordings etc. publicized by corporations that have joined the

project. JPCOM project was started in 2002 with the support of

the JSPS and by the end of fiscal year 2006, had collected over

380,000 pages of various corporate documents from about 270

firms. The project is now in progress. In June 2012, we have

published the “Kanebo Catalogue Search Database”. From the
2013 fiscal year, we started the digitizing project of Kanebo
document with the support of JSPS’s grant, and in April 2014, our
new database “the Archival Collection of Kanebo Co., Ltd.” was

published. This databasecontains digital images and text data of

some documents, and it is also equipped with highly advanced

search function.

Exhibits collection includes precious items: most notably the first
locally-built punched card systems of tabulator, checker, and sorter,
manufactured by Kanegafuchi Jitsugyo with the technical assistance
Business Administration & Computation Research Section, Kobe
University of Commerce. These are the only existing machines in the
world. Other exhibits also enable us to review a part of the stream of
history of Japanese computer scene.

In March 2014, the exhibition was designated as a “Satellite Museum
of Historical Computers” by the Information Processing Society of
Japan.

In December 2017, as part of the Centennial Celebration Project of
the establishment of RIEB, “ROBOTIC BOOK SCAN 4.0” made by
Qidenus Technologies, an Austrian company, was introduced for the
first time in Japan. This book scanner is a fully automated scanning
machine having maximum throughput of 2,500 pages an hour. A
large variety of image formats are supported. This book scanner is
used for the project of digitizing historical materials on the campus,

and outside visitors are allowed to see it.

The Center for Computational Social Science (CCSS) promotes
collaborative research in “computational social science,” an
emerging field that integrates social science, computational
science, and data science. We aim to establish computational social
science as a new social science based on computational science and
data science, and to form an international research center that will
lead this field worldwide.

The CCSS was established as an internal center within RIEB on
March 15, 2017, and became a fundamental research promotion
organization of Kobe University on April 1, 2018. It was accepted
to be a member of the Japan Council of Research Institutes and
Centers of National Universities on April 1, 2021. We plan to
further promote, enhance, and support advanced and collaborative

research in computational social science.

The Journal of Computational Social Science (JCSS), the world's first international peer-reviewed
journal in computational social science, was launched by Springer in January 2018 with Professor
Takashi Kamihigashi, Director of the Center, as Editor-in-Chief and Kobe University as sponsor.
Volume 1 (January 2018, September 2018), Volume 2 (January 2019, July 2019), Volume 3 (April
2020, November 2020), and Volume 4 (May 2021) have been published so far.

The journal is included in the Emerging Sources Citation Index of the Web of Science from
FY2020.
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The CCSS holds seminars, symposiums, and international conferences every
year for researchers, graduate students, undergraduates, and the general
public. In academic year 2021, nine out of the 12 chapters of "Introduction to
Computational Social Science” (edited by Fujio Toriumi, Maruzen Publishing)
were made into videos and made available on the YouTube channel “CCSS School
on Computational Social Science.” We plan to produce more videos in both
Japanese and English in the future.
